· The fixed needle provides a benefit to your patient and does not open the system to contamination.  

· It is not necessary to change a needle when giving Heparin; studies show bruising is not affected by needle changing.  

· The CDC does not recommend changing a needle after drawing up medication.  Needle changing rarely has a scientific or medical rationale.  

·  It is not necessary to aspirate when giving an injection unless you suspect you are in a major vessel.  

· Needlesticks and exposures can be eliminated by retractable syringes.  

VANISHPOINT EXCEPTIONS AND CRITERIA FOR USING ECLIPSE

1. When it is necessary to use a filter needle, as with a glass ampoule, use the filter needle to draw up medication, change needle to Eclipse to deliver injection.  

2. For Lidocaine or block injections where the needle needs to be inserted more than once, use the BD Eclipse system.  The VanishPoint is intended for single use, IM, SQ, Intradermal injection.  

3. Prefilled syringes, attach Eclipse needle.
