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EXPOSURE TO BLOOD AND BODY FLUIDS

 For the Hospital 

**(Always draw Source Pt Blood for Rapid HIV Testing with all exposures)

1. Wash wound or skin site with soap and water, flush mucous membranes 
No evidence exists that using antiseptics or squeezing the wound reduces the risk of pathogen transmission; the application of caustic agents, bleach or disinfectants, is not recommended.  

2. Call Employee Health at 690-3674 or the Clinical Admin Supervisor/CAR @ x4498 immediately.  Persist in calling until someone is contacted.

3. Complete both sides of the Pink Incident Report for Blood and Body Fluid Exposures.

4. Enter in EPIC, under the Source Patient, Lab Orders: “Ex Hold”, (Lab 2101), routine blood draw, do not order stat.  Draw 1 Lavender 3mL top tube and 3 plain Red top 6 mL tubes of blood and send to Lab with the Source Patient label.    
**Once order is placed – follow your Dept routine to process Lab orders 
5. Give the completed Pink Incident Report to the CAR.  Do not place any forms in the patient chart, do not send forms via inner office mail.  
6. Employee Health or CAR will contact the Exposed Person with the Rapid HIV results.  If you do not hear the results after 20 min, contact the CAR to prompt investigation of the delay.  
DO NOT go to the ER, consult with EH or the CAR.  It is imperative that you wash/flush site and call the Employee Health Nurse or CAR immediately!  
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
